The Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) is a
system developed and managed by Dun and Bradstreet
that assigns a unique nine-digit identifier to a business
entity. It is a common standard world-wide and was
previously used by the U.S. Government to assign unique
entity identifiers.

Government on April 4, 2022 and replaced with the
Unique Entity Identifier (SAM).
